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HOW TO RECEIVE COMMUNICATIONS FROM THE CENTER

The Center disseminates the following:  a biweekly AIDS Information Newsletter and AIDS News Service that are transmitted on alternate Fridays; press releases from pharmaceutical companies, government agencies, and nongovernmental organizations; new items available on the Internet; announcements about AIDS Service activities; and other relevant HIV/AIDS-related information.

Communications from the Center are provided primarily by (1) VA’s FORUM national email system, (2) the local VA facility VISTA email system, (3) Microsoft Outlook 98 distribution lists, and (4) the Center’s Intranet and Internet web sites.

1. FORUM’s HIV INFO Self-Enrolling VA Email Group

To self enroll in HIV INFO group you need access to FORUM, the system-wide VA email system (as opposed to VISTA, the local VA facility email system).

After you access the FORUM email system, the prompts for self-enrollment are as follows:
1. Select Mailman Menu Option:  Personal Preferences

2. Select Personal Preferences Option:  Enroll in HIV INFO

3. Prompt will appear:  "You are now a new member."

2. VISTA (Local Facility) VA Email System

If you use the VISTA email system in your local VA facility, send a message with your email address (exactly as it appears in  the computer system) to j.michael.howe@mail.va.gov.  I will add your remote address to the HIV INFO group on FORUM.

3. Microsoft Outlook 98 Email Distribution List

If you use Microsoft’s Outlook email system, send a message to j.michael.howe@mail.va.gov.  I will add your name to the distribution list.

4. AIDS Information Center Web Site

The Center has both an Intranet site (accessible within the VA system only) and an Internet site (accessible both within and outside of the VA system).  Information on both sites is identical.
